Car Parking

We finally received planning approval for the car park lighting scheme on 1st May and as you
will have noticed, work is already well progressed. Unfortunately the fittings for the tops of the
poles were on a 12 week lead time, which is why they are not complete, however we have
been working with the manufacturer and hope to get these ahead of schedule.

The final layers of tarmac have been going down this week, which means all car parks will be
fully open. The contractors will also be largely completed and therefore there should be no
conflict with parking availability.

The external and internal signage provision is also to be completed by end of June, albeit
signage for the Kernow course will not be completed until the final configuration is in place.

Golf Course
June Overview

Those golfers who have played the Kernow course in recent weeks will have noticed that
sections of the new configuration on the front nine are now in play. By using the new “19t hole’
Mike Bush and his team have been able to reduce the number of temporary greens to only two
(16t and 18). The remaining new holes are progressing well and as soon as they are ready to
come into play these temporary greens will no longer be required.

The new holes on the front nine incorporate the previous design of the old course as originally
built. These include the stunning downhill par 3 7t hole which is framed by the rolling
countryside in the background, a great addition to the course.

All the bunkers on the Kernow course have now been cored out and re-shaped ready for lining
and sand fill. We are hopeful that these bunkers will be in play later this month as we are now
only waiting for decent weather window to complete this project.

The Nicklaus course continues to go from strength to strength and is currently in excellent
condition. The re-development work completed in 2008 has given the course the best
opportunity to flourish this summer and having the completed irrigation system now in place
allows the green keeping team to maintain the course to the highest standard.
