THE contents of St Mellien's old hotel
were donated to RE:SOURCE, a Bodmin-
based charity that sells furniture on to
local people &t rock-bottom rates.

Four lorry loads of good quality beds,
dressing tables, wardrobes and chairs
were delivered to the charity before the
hotel's demelition.

‘We wanted to dispose of the furniture in
a way that would benefit the community
and preserve the environment,” said
Barrie Aspinall, St Mellion's Project
Development Manager. ‘This was an ideal
way of doing that and I'm delighted that,
through RE:SOURCE, local people will be
able to make good use of it

ST MELLION BATS
GET A NEW HOME

Before demolition of the old hotel could
take place, a very important resident had
to be remaoved - a pipistrelle bat.

The delicate job of carefully revealing the
roost site and gently moving the creature
to a brand new bat box was carried out by
Ecological Survey and Assessment
Limited (ECOSA), a company that is
licensed to carry out such work.

Bats are a protected species and the
management at St Mellion went to great
lengths to ensure that plans for a new four
star standard hotel would not create too
much disturbance for their resident
winged guests. ECOSA was contracted to
carry out a series of surveys over Six
months — monitoring the bats’ flight paths
and ensuring that new bat boxes were
positioned in trees that were on that path.

‘We were absolutely delighted that
everything went so well,” said Barrie
Aspinall, Project Manager. 'Even though
only one bat was found it was very
important to handle its removal to a new
home with as much care as possible.
We've had 40 bat boxes made and they
are now in place, ready fo accommodate
not only the little pipistrelle but hopefully
more of its friends.’

OLD

Demolition work on the old hotel began in
mid April and has now been successfully
completed.

The first blow was delivered by Conference
Coordinator Penny Baxter. Penny was
working at St Mellion thirty one years ago
when the old hotel opened in 1977 and has
worked at the resort ever since. Born and
bred in the nearby village, Penny enjoyed her
moment in the spotlight.

*Being there at the start of the hotel's life and
at the end feels rather strange but I'm
delighted to be part of the redevelopment,”
she sald. “"Being part of the demolition
process was certainly an experience I'll never
forget.”

Penny isn't the only member of her family to
have been heavily involved with St Mellion.
Her mother, Rowena Brooking, retired only
last year after 30 years working as a cook
and a waitress and Penny’s father, Donald,
was in charge of maintenance for 25 years.
Even Penny's husband Derek has been part
and parcel of the resort — he’s been a golf
club member for 30 years.

In answer to questions about why there
didn't seem to have been much progress on
building the new hotel since the demolition
of the old one in April, Project Development
Manager Barrie Aspinall explained that the
process was allowing for significant off-site
construction and that everything remained
very much on schedule.

HOTEL DEMOLISHED
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*We had to carry out the demolition when we
did because of the need to re-locate the bat
population at just the right time," he said.
“The reason that building work on the new
hotel doesn't seem to be taking place is that
we are using an innovative modular

construction method similar to that used for
the development of the recent extension to
the five star Shelbourne Hotel in Dublin,
Ireland.

“The system allows for pre-finished hotel
rooms and bathrooms to be fixed to a steel
frame, which Is then finished externally using
semi-traditional methods. The process Is in
fact quicker than many traditional build
methods and as such this element of the
development remains very much on
schedule for completion by the end of May
2009."

Crown Golf, which owns St Mellion and 32
other clubs throughout the UK, is investing
£100m in the major re-development which
will see European Tour golf played on the site
from 2009. The work, which is being carried
out by Midas Construction, includes building
a new four star standard 80 bedroom hotel,
refurbishing the existing clubhouse,
upgrading and re-configuring the golf
courses, building 265 golf homes and
improving road access to the site.

COMMITTED TO GREEN TOURISM

IN a bid te limit environmental damage caused
by travel, St Mellion International has made a
commitment to reducing car use and keep
driving to the golf resort to a minimum.

Waorking closely with Cornwall County Council
and Caradon District Council managers of the
estate, Crown Golf, have drawn up a green
travel plan and appointed a dedicated Travel
Plan Organiser to help implement and develop
their ideas.

The plan was devised after extensive research
into how visitors and staff travel to and from
the site and how this will increase with the
extension of the club’s facilities.

Barrie Aspinall, the resort's Project
Development Manager said: "St Mellion
International is dedicated to promoting

sustainable travel
reliance on the car.

WEST WOLLATON
LAUNCH SUCCESS
AT ST MELLION
INTERNATIONAL
RESORT

West Wollaton, the first of the three Cornish
villages being created at St Mellion
International Resort by award-winning
developer Living Villages, was successfully
launched on May 24th. Working from a
yurt, an intriguing and much commented on
structure raised in the club grounds, Savills
accepted several reservations on the day
and more on days following the launch.

Living Villages which specialises in
designing and building sustainable new
communities, Is creating a total of 217 low-
energy holiday homes at St Mellion
International Resort, an exciting and
affordable low-carbon alternative to foreign
holidays, with prices from £234,450.

West Wollaton will comprise 66 two to five-
bedroom houses and apartments built in a
contemporary Cornish style, on the east
side of the 17th holes of the Jack Nicklaus
championship course, with lovely views of
the surrounding countryside.

The design and street-scene of the villages

environmentally friendly travel choices by
drawing attention to alternatives and
demonstrating how easy it is to travel round
the area without a car.

The plan promises a number of initiatives to
achieve the aim. They include poster
campaigns around the club's site, travel notice
boards, a regular newsletter and special
events, for example “cyclists’ breakfast' or “car
free day’. The plan will also be promoted on
the St Mellion website and include links to
relevant sustainable transport sites like the
Cornwall Car Share website.

To reduce visitor numbers arriving at the club
by car a number of ideas will be explored.
They include the possibility of running
minibuses to and from train stations and
airports and organising for luggage to be

have evolved from a study of traditional
Cornish village layouts to create the feel of
an established community incorporating
eco-friendly principles. The site is bounded
by a perimeter of trees, with traditional
Cornish hedges and embankments
throughout the site.

All the homes will be built to a Code for
Sustainable Homes level 3 as a minimum,
with biomass and solar thermal heating
systems within an extra-insulated timber-
frame.

Hugo Reeve, Managing Director of Living
Villages, said: "We are building a new
Cornish village, designed with flair, to create
a real sense of place and community. Our
vision is to use the layout and design of a
Cornish village but to evolve local
vernacular architecture into  more

picked up and dropped off. It is also planned
to negotiate train travel discounts for St
Mellion customers.

Maps and timetables will be readily available
to guests as well as information about places
to visit that are easily accessible via public
transport or bicycle.

Plans to help staff make green choices are
also being investigated - for example running
mini-buses from Callington and Saltash where
a high proportion of the staff live, co-
ordinating a staff car-share scheme and
organising shifts to facilitate that scheme.

Bicycles play a key role in the green travel
plan. The club is looking into the possibility of
buying a number of bikes for staff to use when
travelling about the site. Preferential rates for
St Mellion staff and visitors are being
discussed with businesses hiring, selling and
repairing bicycles and facilities at the club will
be updated to ensure that staff who cycle to
work will have sufficient and appropriate
storage areas for equipment and showers

contemporary designs that allow for
optimum Insulation and energy efficiency.
